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On re-entering the church, the following Responsory is sung :
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When the procession is over, Mass is celebrated. During the Gospel, and
from the beginning of the Canon to the Communion, the faithful hold the
candles, lighted, in their hands, unless the Mass be that of a Sunday and not
of the Purification.
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
